Dearly beloved, Christ our Lord says in the last chapter of Matthew, “All authority in
heaven and on earth has been given to Me. Therefore go and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.”
In the last chapter of Mark our Lord promises, “Whoever believes and is baptized will be
saved.” And the apostle Peter has written, “Baptism now saves you.”

Warning Against Neglecting Salvation
Therefore we must pay much closer attention to what we have heard, lest we drift away
from it. 2For since the message declared by angels proved to be reliable and every
transgression or disobedience received a just retribution, *how shall we escape if we neglect
such a great salvation? It was declared at first by the Lord, and it was attested to us by those

SNow it was not to angels that God subjected the world to come, of which we are speaking.
b1t has been testified somewhere,
